My dear family in Christ,


It is with pleasure that I, together with our Finance Council, present to you the Parish Financial Report for the fiscal year 2009 (July 1, 2008-June 30, 2009). I ask you to give this report a careful reading. We all have reason to be proud of the many ministries serving our Lord and His People that are supported by your stewardship.


I especially want to thank you for being so faithful to your stewardship in these hard economic times. Thank be to God – and to you – our income has been stable this year, at a time when many parishes have seen significant decreases. Stay faithful to tithing, dear friends! God always supports those who support Him.


I am happy to report that in three months, our school will be paid off! Many thanks to everyone for this great investment in our youth, that every year pays such wonderful spiritual “dividends” in producing young men and women with a Catholic education! Also, I want to thank those who give so generously for scholarships to our school.


As I write these words, the rectory is almost completed, and we priests are very much enjoying living in this wonderful house. Your priests are very grateful, and with all our hearts, we thank you. Also, remember that the parish has borrowed only $220,000 for the rectory – the rest of it was paid for by designated donations and bequests that we have saved up over the course of 14 years. Now we have a suitable rectory that will serve the priests of this parish over a hundred years from now.


Right now, the finance council and I are talking to different firms in order to choose someone to master plan the major repairs that must be done to our church and parking lot. Until we have a master plan, we really don’t know what it will cost, but at a minimum it will involve the roof (which has leaked from the day it was built, I am told), the pews (which are rotting away), the floor (which is crumbling away), and the re-paving of the parking lot. It is my hope that by the middle of next year we will have some plans and numbers to present to you as we together undertake this next big step in the growth and improvement of our physical plant.


As always, I wish to thank the staff of our Business Office and the members of our Financial Council for the invaluable service they render me, and all of us, in the stewardship of the temporalities of our parish. As always, I remain,
